JambBrace® Door Reinforcer
Install ation Instructions for Side-Lighted Door Model

Thank you for purchasing the Jambbrace® Door Reinforcer! In order to assist you in properly
installing this product, we have provided you with these additional instructions along with those
included in the Jambbrace® package. In order to get the maximum benefit and security out of this
product it is important that it be installed correctly. While we have tried to make these instructions as
precise and clear as possible, we realize occasional difficulties may occur. Please feel free to
contact Security Improvements LLC with any questions or concerns you may have.

Some of the tools you will need:

electric drill/driver with a Phillips head bit =~ hammer
1/8” drill bit “  chisel
utility knife

You may also find these additional tools helpful:
small pry bar (used to remove door trim)
putty knife

A. Remove the strike plates for the door latch and the deadbolt from the door frame (jamb) of
the door in which you will be installing the JambBrace®. Set them aside for later use.

B. Next you will need to remove the narrow trim
strip (sometimes referred to as a mull cap or
mull trim) from the inside door trim along the
strike side of the door frame (jamb). The side-
light JambBrace® will replace this piece of trim
so this wood en mull trim will no linger be used.

*NOTE: The photo at left shows the door frame with
the mull trim already removed.

To remove the trim, start at the bottom of the strip near the
floor. A small pry bar or even a flat tool such as a putty
knife is useful to ease the trim away from the door frame.
A piece of thin scrap board placed against the wall/door

| will protect them from marks made by your pry tool.

You may want to place several small wood shims behind
the trim as you slowly work your way up, prying carefully as

| you go. Also, be cautious of the small finish nails
protruding thru the backside of the trim piece.

. Discard the trim when it is fully removed from the door
frame.

*Note — If you have side-light windows on both sides of

your door, you will need to install a side-light JambBrace®
| | on the hinge side as well. Remove the hinge side trim as
| above.



C. You are now ready to install the high security strike plate included with the JambBrace®.
This strike plate will replace the existing d eadbo It strike plate and will be attached to the
JambBrace® using the included 3” long screws. You will note this high security strike has an
additional “leg” that is perpendicular to the strike plate. This leg is what will | ater attach the
strike plate to the JambBrace®.

In order to install the strike plate, hold it so it rests in the place
where the original deadbolt strike plate was attached. Typically,
the outline of the new strike plate will match the cutout of the old
strike plate. It may be necessary to chisel out some of the wood
behind the strike plate in order to properly seat the new strike
plate.

Also, in order to seat the new strike plate underneath the
JambBrace®, you will need to mortise out part of the door frame
(jamb). The best way to do this is to take a pencil and trace
along the outline of the perpendicular leg (on the back of the
strike plate) as it rests on the door frame. Then, using a chisel or
even a small trim router, remove the wood inside the outline you
traced. Do this until the leg on the strike plate sits flush with the
door jamb.

Once you have the strike plate aligned and mortised in to the
door jamb, secure it to the frame with the two smaller screws
included in the hardware package. You should be able to use
the existing holes from the original strike plate.

D. The next step is to attach the side-light JambBrace® onto the door frame.

Position the JambBrace® on the door frame so that the double screw holes (marked with arrows in
photo below) align with the leg on the back of the strike plate.

*NOTE: You may have to flip the JambBrace® end over end in order to properly align it with the
strike plate. If your deadbolt is more than 6 to 7 inches above the door handle, it may be necessary
to cut off some of the end of the JambBrace® using a hacksaw or other metal cutting blade. Also, be
sure when the JambBrace® is positioned on the door frame that the side with the recessed screw
holes is facing you. This is so the mounting screws are flat and level with the face of the
JambBrace®.

IMPORTANT: Be sure to align the JambBrace® from side to side in approximately the same
location as the mull trim that was removed. This will make installing the JambBrace® plastic
cover easier and more centered.

Once you have aligned the JambBrace® correctly onto the door frame, drill a pilot hole with a 1/8 inch
drill bit in one of the top holes in the JambBrace®. Drive in one of the long screws provided. Then
do the same for one of the holes near the middle and at the bottom of the JambBrace®.

In order to drive in the two center most screws where the JambBrace® strike plate is located; you will
need to drill two 1/8 inch holes thru the strike plate leg. Drive the remaining screws into the frame.




E. The final step is to attach the plastic cover over the JambBrace®. Be sure to measure
from the top of the door frame to the floor. (The cover should be at least the same length as
the mull trim piece you removed earlier.) The plastic cover may be cut with a hacksaw to
length. If space allows, the cap can be slid down over the JambBrace® from the top and then
slid down to the floor or else it can be snapped over the JambBrace® from the side. In some
cases, it may be necessary to trim the plastic cover slightly to get it past the lip of the strike
plate. Re attach the existing doo r latch strike plate you previously removed.

Note: The plastic cover can be painted to match your interior. This step can be done before
or after installation.

F. If you purchased the door edge guard
as well, install it according to the
instructions included with the product.
This edge guard is recommended since it
greatly reinforces the door edge where
the deadbolt is.

**Recommended step: Securing the hinge side of the door.
Occasionally a reinforced door may actually fail on the side where the
door hinges are attached. One way to prevent this from happening is by
reinforcing the hinge side as well.

The best way to accomplish this is by also removing the interior door
trim. You will be shimming behind each hinge to reinforce them.
Remove two screws per hinge, preferably the two screws closest to the
center of the jamb. Discard the screws you just removed, as these are
often only % to one inch in length. You will need to drive one 3-inch
screw (not provided) into each of the empty holes in the hinge. Be sure
the screws drive thru the wood shim behind the hinge. Do this for all
three door hinges.

Note: You may need to use an extra long drill bit to predrill the holes for
the new longer screws.

Be careful not to overdrive the screws into the door frame. Doing so
may deform the door frame and affect the function of the door.

Replace the door trim.

IMPORTANT: You will NOT be able to drive 3-inch screws into the
hinge side frame if you have side-light windows on bo th sides of
the door!

Congratulations! Your JambBrace® Door Reinforcer installation is complete!
This product should give you many years of service and security.
